Purpose and Content

· Foundations of Algebra is meant to prepare students for Coordinate Algebra. Students will be taught concepts according to pretests given for each unit. Individual learning will be the focus.
Attendance
· All rules in the handbook will be followed. 
· Make up assignments are the responsibility of the student. Students should check their individual boxes for assignments upon return. Three days will be allowed for excused absences. Unexcused absences will result in a grade of 0 for each missed assignment.
· Students that are absent must get notes from another student or refer to online resources. For excused absences only, an appointment may be made with the teacher for redelivery of information. For unexcused absences information will be left up to the student to understand. 
Classroom Rules

Discipline

· Each day I begin anew, and I expect students to do so as well.

· If problems arise, I document in the following ways: write down which rule the student is breaking and possibly capture the moment by photo or video to share with the parent and/or administration.

· Depending on the severity of the offense punishment may range from a student conference, parent conference, parent contact by the student during class, discipline referral to the office, or detention. 

· I expect students to come to class to learn and support other students. 

· If cheating is suspected, particularly on tests, students will be allowed to finish the test; however, a grade of zero will be given with no retesting options. I will inform the student and show proof after the test is over. Please note cheating on homework is different than asking for help. You should have a good study buddy, but I expect you to be able to explain how you worked the problem.

**Any student who is assigned to ISS will be assigned a list of vocabulary words.  They will need to copy words and definitions.  It is then the student’s responsibility to see me before or after school to get regular class assignments.  These will be due on the day that the student returns to class after serving time in ISS!!!!!  I strongly recommend following school rules so as to stay in the classroom and out of ISS in order to receive the instruction and guidance needed to pass the course.

· A Student Learning Objectives Pre and Post Test will be given for the year. This test will count as the midterm and final exam.
· Extra Credit is available for each unit. Students can create a summary of chapter concepts on one page of paper…a study guide of sorts. I will give an example in class. It must be turned in the day before the chapter exam. I will return it for them to use on the exam. This extra credit will count as a 100 test grade.
· Students must use color paper.

· Information can be on both sides.

· Exact problems from notes or homework may not be included.

· Students may not share these sheets on the exam.

Notebook
· This year a notebook will be required. Standards and word walls will not be displayed in the room but will be each individual student’s responsibility.

· A packet with every unit for the year will be given at the beginning of the semester. It will include a list of standards and vocabulary for that unit. 

· Notebooks should be kept in chronological order and will be sectioned by unit. 

· Each day will begin with a bell ringer that will be the essential question of the day. This question should be answered each day. We will discuss them at the end of each class.    

· Vocabulary words should be defined with words or examples as given in class. These will be included on exams. All notes and graded work should be dated and kept in the notebook.

· Notebooks will be graded the week before each 9 weeks ends.

Classwork/Homework

· Assignments are started in class and finished for homework. 

· Late work receives 20 points per day it is late. 

· If no homework is assigned, students should review notes and rework problems from the day.
